Friends of Hathersage Pool (FoHP) AGM

The AGM was held in the Laurence Hall on 25 May. Cllr Dave Jackson, chair of the Hathersage Parish Council’s Recreation Committee provided the meeting with an update of the refurbishment of the pool which took place in the closed season. He apologised for the later opening of the pool this year as a result of the works, but was pleased to report on its successful completion. He reported that this was not the end of maintenance work and cited the solarium roof and plant and machinery as further work that would need doing and that fund-raising would therefore need to continue. He told the meeting that a business plan is being prepared and that when completed this would offer some additional funding opportunities.  
Formal thanks were then made to Bill Hanley for doing a great job as chair of FoHP during the previous year.  Accomplishments included contributing to the Laurence Plaque, supporting the swimming club and regular attendance at Recreation Committee meetings. Bill has now been elected to the Outseats Parish Council and is therefore no longer chair of the group. Rosie Olle has taken over as interim chair for the coming year.  She reported that in the past year, FoHP have been formally constituted and have developed a website. They have held fund raising events, have distributed leaflets, provided and maintained poolside plants, supplied specialist umbrellas for the lifeguards and commissioned a consultant to advice on Pool improvements. They would like to continue to work and support the Parish Council in relation to the Pool’s future. This year the group has already negotiated with staff at High Peak Garden Centre, who have kindly provided a range of flowering plants for the side of the pool. Some of the Friends led by Bill Hanley, have potted the plants and they are now in place, adding to the delight of this facility.

The FoHP has members not only in Hathersage but from Sheffield and further afield, and some of these attended the AGM, which is to be welcomed. The meeting agreed that the annual membership of £2 would remain for a further year and the committee will meet on a monthly basis throughout the year.
